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TO: Potential Responsible Entities in British Columbia

Re: Mandatory Reliability Standards for the Bulk Power System
Registration of Responsible Entities

This letter is further to the Workshop on Mandatory Reliability Standards in Vancouver on December 1, 2 and 3,
2009. Thank you very much to the Western Electricity Coordinating Council ("WECC") team for the excellent
Workshop you presented. Thanks also to all those who attended and actively participated in the Workshop.

From discussions at the Workshop and subsequently, the British Columbia Utilities Commission ("Commission")
considers that the following clarifications may be helpful to parties as they move forward with registration.

The requirement in Commission Order G-123-09 that responsible entities register by December 31,2009 should
be interpreted that an entity needs to submit its registration form to WECC by that date. WECC will then review
the application forms and recommend the responsible entities that need to be registered. After the 21-day
period for an entity to comment on a WECC recommendation, the Commission will make a determination on
each registration.

Where it is under discussion whether an entity needs to register for a particular function, it is preferable for the
entity to register as a responsible entity but to do so without prejudice to its ability to subsequently take the
position that it did not need to register. At the end of the day, if it is resolved that the entity did not need to
register as a responsible entity for that function, the registration can be reversed or removed.

Where parties are working on an assignment agreement that will clarify which party must register as a
responsible entity for a function, the Commission believes one party should initially register for the function and
that the owner of the facility is obliged to see that one party registers.

If a responsible entity believes that it will not be able to file a Mitigation Plan for a function by the March 1, 2010
date set out in Order G-123-09, the entity should submit a request to the Commission with a copy to WECC
seeking an extension of the date and explain why it is unable to comply with the date. The request should be
filed in a timely manner, such as when the entity submits its registration form.
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Similarly, if a responsible entity finds that it will be unable to meet the November 1, 2010 date for full
compliance with applicable standards set out in Order G-67-09, it should request an extension of this date when
it files its Mitigation Plan and explain why the steps it is taking for full compliance cannot be completed by the
date.

The Commission appreciates the effort that parties are making to implement mandatory reliability standards for
British Columbia in a timely manner.
